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Abstract. The article is devoted to a comprehensive analysis of the possibilities and tools for increasing the tourist
attractiveness of national parks as key elements of the natural and recreational framework of the state. The relevance of
the study is due to the growing demand for domestic and ecological tourism, the need to diversify regional economies, as
well as the need for effective management models of specially protected natural areas that balance the tasks of biodiversity
conservation and recreational use. The aim of the work is to develop a multi-level system of measures aimed atimproving the
tourism potential of national parks through infrastructure modernization, the introduction of modern management practices
and the activation of marketing communications. The methodological basis was formed by methods of comparative,
structural and system analysis, which made it possible to compare Russian and foreign experience, identify institutional
constraints and identify growth points. The study analyzes current trends, including the digital transformation of services,
the development of educational tourism and the use of public-private partnership mechanisms. Special attention is paid
to the specifics of the positioning of national parks, where ecological value and authenticity are becoming key competitive
advantages. Based on the synthesis of theoretical provisions and practical cases, recommendations have been formulated
to improve the regulatory framework, introduce a cluster approach in management and create integrated tourism products
capable of ensuring a steady flow of visitors, increasing the contribution of specially protected natural areas to the socio-
economic development of adjacent territories and the formation of an ecological culture of society.
